1993 Chronology of the Israeli-PLO Accord

January 19: Israel's Parliament repeals a 1986 law forbidding Israelis to have contact with PLO members. August 13: Israel
effectively accepts a PLO presence in peace talks. August 30-31: Foreign Minister Shimon Peres announces preliminary accord on
Palestinian self-rule in the occupied territories, reached in secret talks in Norway and Tunisia between the PLO and the Israeli
Government. September 10: PLO Chairman Yasser Arafat and Israeli Prime Minister Yitzhak Rabin exchange letters of mutual
recognition. September 13: Peres and PLO negotiator Mahmoud Abbas sign the self-rule draft accord at the White House; Arafat
and Rabin, meeting for the first time, shake hands to confirm the accord.
